“PREPARING PETS FOR DISASTER” SEMINAR*

Description:  

Free two-hour session featuring guest expert presentations, on preparedness tips and materials re including pets in personal, family and community-based disaster/emergency planning.  (Seminar development, content and promotion materials are available, i.e. area speakers and profiles re expertise; forms; format/template; educational content; samples of press releases, email bulletins, public service announcements; and handouts.)

Target Audience:

Citizen pet owners, community organizations and venues, i.e. homeowner/community-based associations, rental management firms, government “town hall” meetings and area businesses (pet-related as in boarding, veterinarians, “doggie day care,” as well as large corporations employing many pet owners and utility companies that provide widespread vital services such as water, heat, electric, air-conditioning and communications.

Content of presentations:

· Rep from jurisdiction Animal Services to speak re area status/details of DP services re companion animals, emergency #(s) to call for pet info in a disaster

· Pet first aid description, classes available and most likely scenarios of need

· Family planning, including supplies, resources, pet-specific equipment, contingencies for sheltering in place and evacuation

· Tips for surviving rapid onset emergencies, with your pet(s) when possible

· American Red Cross Pet First Aid materials (brochure re course, class schedule, sample kits (Red Cross and others)

· Brochures

· Web site links

· List of “pet friendly” hotels/destinations or web links to same

· Samples and order info for best disaster pet-related equipment, supplies
